A motion was made by Bill Rhodes and seconded by Chris Wakenell to accept the January Board Meeting minutes as presented.  Motion passed by board vote.


A motion to accept the Treasurers Report as presented was made by Bill Rhodes and seconded by Sherry Deese.  Motion passed by board vote.


Michael Painter, Public Relations Chair reported he was working on a lunch and learn as well as securing a 17 inch flat screen monitor for the raffle.


Sherry Deese, Regional Director Chair reported on the Region 7 Membership Drive and indicated the Charleston Chapter is number two in the region with 52 members.  Sherry is also the Membership Chair for District 7.


Ed Cavadias, Arrangements Committee, reported that he has singed a contract for the February 17th dinner meeting with Chef’s Choice.  He also reported on the Lunch and Learn Room rental for the Embassy Suites.  The cost of $1,000 for the first 40 guest include lunch, projector/screen and room fee.  Addition participants will be charged $25 each.  Discussion took place and Ed was asked to check on the cost for 30 people all inclusive so Vendor Fees can be established.  The initial thought of the board is charging vendors $1,000 for the first 30 people and $1200 for 40 people.  Ed will report back to the board next meeting with firm figures.

Bill Rhodes, Membership Committee, indicated a decrease of four (4) members to the chapter.  After discussion a motion was made by Sherry Deese and seconded by Chris Wakenell to ask all board members to bring at least one (1) idea on renewing the boards focus for the upcoming membership drive.  Motion passed by board vote.


Michael Painter, Public Relations, indicated he is scheduling a social for March and details will be sent to all members.


The student change meeting will be held on February 23 at 10:30 on the campus of Trident Technical School.  


Jerry Tucker, 6.5 Vendor,  is trying to secure Bell South for a speaker at the February meeting and RSA (security) for April.  Members may be asked to complete a survey in the near future asking areas of interest for future speakers and vendors.


A motion was made by Bill Rhodes and seconded by Sherry Deese to accept the proposed budget.  After discussion the motion was amended by Bill Rhodes and seconded by Sherry Dees to accept the Operational Budget with the following revisions: that the scholarship fund be included in the Operations budget to show income and expense; clarification notes are to be added to the budget line items.  Motion passed by board vote.  It was also noted that Bill Rhodes and Sherry Dees will meet with the treasurer to determine the documentation of notes in the budget.


Bill Rhodes indicated the Chapter will be receiving a check form the Charleston Digital Corridor that will be deposited in the Bob Eberly Scholarship fund.  This is proceeds from the Networking Bash held this past fall.  Bill is also going to check on the amounts given for scholarships since the inception and report back to the board.


Edward Cavadias asked that all board members sign the AITP Leader Conflict of Interest Forms.


Bill Rhodes and Patti Burriss will be responsible to sign the Telebank Paperwork at the February dinner meeting and Bill will then submit to the bank.


A motion to adjourn was made at 7:14 by Bill Rhodes and seconded by Chris Wakenell.  Motion passed.
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
