A motion was made by Michael Painter and seconded by Bill Rhodes to accept the April board meeting minutes.  Motion passed by board vote

A motion was made by Bill Rhodes and seconded by Michael Painter to accept the Treasures report as presented.  Motion passed by board vote.

Michael Painter requested that all members get more tickets for the raffle and noted that they must be turned in by September 16th.

Ed Cavadias reported that the contract with Embassy Suites for the Lunch and Learn has been completed for June 30th.  Michael Painter has engaged Cognos as the sponsor.
